
On May 26, 1996, the East Brunswick Veterans Monument was dedicated at the Township’s annual
Memorial Day Ceremony. Built to honor the men and women who served our country in the military, the
monument is located in Veterans Park on the grounds of the Civic Center and features a sloped entry
monument, a waving black granite flag, and six side monuments representative of each military division.
The entire area is surrounded by beautiful seasonally landscaped gardens making it a major focal point
in our community.

In response to a continued
interest by residents to
purchase pavers and be part
of this special park, the
Township will  begin a
campaign to sell granite
pavers to be added to the
walkway and dedicated on
May 30 at the annual
Memorial Day Observance.
